In this section you will have a choice of 4
questions. You choose and answer ONE question only.

Suggestions:

You will be using time phrases. In the morning there will be (Fee assabaah sayakoonu hunaaka), and in the
afternoon there will be (fee almasaa’ sayakoonu hunaaka)

Write about group sports and individual sports and compare them

Describe the different sports you will organise and give opinions and reason on these sports
